Georgia Mulls Toll Roads, Taxes
for Transportation

Georgia faces a future of nightmare
congestion worsening steadily over the
next 20 years unless its transportation
funding increases, a recently released
state report claims. Gridlock will be
partially fueled by the reduction of or
even elimination of some transit
services because of a lack of operating
funds, the report claims.The resulting
traffic—especially around Atlanta—wvill
cause economic hardship on the state’s
residents in the form of wasted time,
wasted fuel, and reduced trip reliability,
all of which are labeled “congestion
costs.” Others might call them
“arguments for more motorcoaches.”

The Statewide Strategic
Transportation Plan 2010-2030
recommends boosting transportation
funding by an amount equivalentto a 1
cent statewide tax, and creating toll
roads and managed lanes on highways.
The report said the amount of
investment needed over the next 20
years is $29 to $36 billion, with up to
$11 billion from tolls and parking fees.

But the state still has “unique world-
class transportation assets,” that “have
positioned the state as a major gateway
for East Coast logistics” and “also support
mobility and high quality of life for all of
Georgia’s citizens,” the report said,
noting that more than 98 percent of all
Georgians live within 20 miles of a four-
lane or Interstate highway. But instead
of investing to preserve its competitive
advantage in transportation, the report
said, Georgia has been under-investing
and coasting on past success.

Indian Trails Marks

Century of Service

Owosso, Mich.-based Indian Trails is
celebrating 100 years of business in
2010, and now transports more than 1
million passengers more than 4 million
miles annually in 62 luxury motor-

coaches with service throughout
Michigan’s Upper and Lower Peninsulas,
as well as other parts of the country. It
also has 125 employees.“Service and
safety have been the keys to Indian
Trails’ century of success,” said Indian
Trails President Gordon Mackay."We put
our customers first.” Mackay, an ABA
Board member, has been with the
company for 38 years.

Indian Trails operates daily scheduled
service from many points throughout
Michigan, as well as charter services.
They even transport the Mormon
Tabernacle Choir on their bi-annual
tours across the country.The scheduled
service business accounts for 40
percent of operations, and charters &
tours the remaining 60 percent.

In conjunction with Okemos Travel,
Indian Trails launched Michigan Flyer in
2006—providing eight round-trips daily
between Michigan cities and Detroit
Metropolitan Airport, accounting for
100,000 passengers yearly.That has led
Indian Trails to purchase property in
Lansing, Mich., to construct a permanent
Michigan Flyer office and hub.

Every coach in their fleet is less than
five years old and the company just
invested $3.5 million for the purchase
of seven new Prevost H3-45 coaches
equipped with three-point safety-belts.
