New High Visibility Safety  Vest

Greyhound has introduced a “high
visibility vest” for its employees to wear
“as part of our continuing commitment
to safety,” according to a new brochure
issued by the company last month. All
Greyhound team members are
instructed to wear the vest “near the
road on a road call, in a breakdown,
[and] during an investigation.” To
ensure employees follow the new
guidelines, the company has issued the
pamphlets to all employees for easy
reference. The new guidelines also
warn that the vests not be worn while
driving a bus or working in a
maintenance garage. But employees
are to wear the high visibility vest
“anywhere within bus traffic areas.”

Pennsylvania Gets Crafty 
With New Artisan Trails

Pennsylvania is rich with icons of U.S.
history, and Philadelphia is graciously
hosting ABA Marketplace in 2011.

Now, thanks to the creative efforts of
the state’s tourism experts, Pennsylvania
is becoming the hottest destination for
motorcoach travelers seeking an outlet
for artistic expression.

“Pennsylvania surveyed tourists, and
we found that many were looking to
bring something unique back with
them,” said Terese Balzereit, Director of
Product Development and Marketing
for the Pennsylvania Tourism Office.  

The result is the Pennsylvania
Artisan Trails, seven separate
experiential tours across the state that
offer something for every arts and
crafts taste. In a new twist on
interactive tourism, Pennsylvania’s
newest attractions offer visitors a vast
array of choices that emphasize not
just experiencing their vacation travel,
but creating the souvenirs to
remember it.  

The Trails offer hands-on creative
opportunities including cooking and
arts classes, instruction in glass
blowing and pottery making, and
countless other options for every
traveler’s inner artist.  

One Trail, for example, starts in
Philadelphia and takes tourists to the
Lancaster Hotel, a converted tobacco
plant that now features all local artists
who use it as a studio and a gallery to
showcase everything from bed linens
and furnishings to paintings and quilts.
In Bethlehem, a former goggle-works
plant has been redone as an arts studio,
where artists also conduct classes and
offer visitors a variety of choices.

“Not everybody in each tour group
wants to do the same thing,” Balzereit
added.  “There are options out there
for everyone, so the group travel
experience can be customized to
satisfy individual tastes.”

Whether some visitors prefer a trip
for clay pots, others might opt for a
trip to play slots. Pennsylvania’s got
that leisure activity covered as well.  

Pennsylvania is now, or soon will be,
home to five new casinos — the
Mohegan Sun in Wilkes-Barre; Mount

Pennsylvania's travel & tourism gurus
in the state's booth at Marketplace.
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Airy in the Poconos; The Sands Resort
and Casino in Bethlehem (opening in
2009); Philadelphia Park in Bucks
County; and the Meadows in
Washington County.  

While the gaming parlors don’t yet
offer table games, a referendum on the
November ballot could lead to
blackjack, craps, poker and other
offerings. But even without table
games so far, the casinos are winning
with tourists.

“Business is booming because it is a
new outlet for people,” Balzereit said,
noting that many people who live
close to the Mohegan Sun in
Connecticut are eager to see the new
version in Pennsylvania. 

“People are coming to see the new
Mohegan Sun because it’s a change of
scenery for them,” Balzereit said. “Or
maybe they’re just getting luckier.”

From artistic sites to gaming lights,
Pennsylvania is offering a lot that’s
new. But it’s also celebrating the
historic anniversary of one of its most
storied cities, as 2008 marks the 250th
anniversary of Pittsburgh.

Many think of Pittsburgh as the
home of the five-time champion
Steelers, and their loyal fans waving
black-and-gold “Terrible Towels.” But
Pittsburgh’s 250th is also being marked
by a record-setting wedding vow
renewal, an eco-conscious bike trip
and paying tribute to a pioneering
African-American playwright.

“Pittsburgh has the rare energy of a
city in celebration,” says Meryl Hellring,
Tourism Sales Manager of
www.visitpittsburgh.com. 

On February 10th, the Guiness Book
of World Records certified the city for
hosting the largest wedding vow
renewal ever, with nearly 450 area
couples participating in the ceremony
at the Carnegie Musical.

Point State Park, located at the
confluence of the “three rivers” – the
Ohio, the Allegheny and the
Monongahela – is being completely
refurbished to welcome bicyclists who

will arrive after pedaling 360 miles
from Philadelphia this summer over a
former railroad track now bike path. 

“They will bike in triumphantly as all
the citizens of Pittsburgh cheer the
city’s storied past and visionary future,”
Hellring said.

In late 2008, the August Wilson Center
for African-American Culture opens,
honoring the city’s Pulitzer-Prize
winning playwright, who died in 2007.
He will also have a theater on Broadway
named in his honor later this year.

Westchester’s African American
Heritage Trail is a collection of sites,
buildings and locations that reflect
both the actions and experiences of
African Americans in the evolution of
the county. Thirteen of the more
prominent sites are on the Trail,
including Foster Memorial AME Zion
Church in Tarrytown, founded in 1860,
and which provided food and shelter
to fugitive slaves and to this day is a
religious and social crossroads for the
African American community.

The historical landmarks also include
the Ella Fitzgerald Statue at Yonkers
Metro North Railroad Station Plaza,
honoring “The First Lady of Song”; and
the African Cemetery in Rye, listed as
both a Westchester County
Tricentennial and National Historic site.

CANADIAN CURRENTS
Motor Coach Canada Book Aids Drivers On New Inspection Regs

Every Canadian province and territory this year will be implementing
new commercial vehicle daily vehicle inspection standards, and Motor
Coach Canada has issued a booklet to help drivers understand the new
regulations.

The new standards, National Safety Code Standard 13, were developed over
the past 10 years by the Canadian Council of Motor Transport Administrators.
Under the new rules, bus drivers will be required to perform specific checks
of up to 25 components and systems, and record their findings on a new
inspection form. In addition, drivers will be required to carry inspection
schedules and reports and produce these when asked by an enforcement
officer. Ontario and Saskatchewan have already implemented the new
regulations.

To assist bus operators and drivers, MCC has produced a 72-page color
illustrated Bus Drivers Handbook to Canada’s New Daily Inspection
Requirements. The handbook shows bus drivers what to check, how to check
it, what constitutes a “minor” or a “major” defect, and how the driver must
record inspection results.
