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Industry Supports Minimizing Motorcoach Idling

he motorcoach industry supports
minimizing idling as part of its
environmental profile as the greenest travel
mode, ABA Senior Vice President for
Government Affairs & Policy Clyde Hart (right) told
a Metropolitan Washington Council of
Governments (MWCOG) diesel idle reduction
campaign launched July 13 in Washington.

“Our goal in participating in this campaign is to
increase awareness of the idling regulations,
increase access to adequate motorcoach parking
facilities, and to promote idle-reduction as a
positive behavior that helps bus drivers to avoid
fines, save money, cut fuel costs, and reduce engine
wear,” Hart told the audience.”We also welcome the
opportunity to highlight what motorcoaches are currently doing to reduce diesel
emissions and their efforts to provide environmental benefits.”

The event brought together the leading stakeholders in the bus and trucking
sectors, and speakers also included MWCOG, the DC Department of
Transportation, the DC Department of the Environment, the Maryland Department
of the Environment, the American Trucking Associations and ABA.

“Buses and motorcoaches play a critical role in our economy, our daily lives, and
in making transportation environmentally sustainable,” Hart continued.“Each full
motorcoach has the potential of removing up to 55 autos from the highway,
reducing congestion, cutting energy use, and reducing emissions.”

Hart emphasized “how important it is to convey crucial information and
communications on the varied idling rules in the many states and municipalities
that enforce them.” And with ABA serving as the voice of the industry at the event,
Hart also stressed the technological innovations that have made modern diesel
systems ultra-clean, and the need for parking facilities to accommodate tour buses
infusing the region with travel dollars.

“Both the 2007 and the 2010 series engines in use in many motorcoach fleets
today provide such low emissions and so few particulates, that the air coming out
of the tail pipe is often times cleaner than the ambient air,” Hart said.

Having adequate parking facilities and accommodations that assist in keeping
the buses cool during the summer and the drivers warm during the winter helps
reduce idling.”It is important to remember that most motorcoach idling behavior
is done in the interest of passenger or driver comfort or in the interest of safety, as
a pre-and post- trip safety inspection of the vehicle while running is required by
federal authorities,” he said.

“It is our hope that through the success of this campaign, similar strides can be
made in other jurisdictions and in tourism centers across the nation,” Hart concluded.
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Niagara Falls, where he took a cruise aboard “The Maid of the Mist,” even
keeping his souvenir logo rain slicker as a memento. From there he crossed the
border into Canada, making his way to the West Edmonton Mall in Alberta.Then
he crossed back into the United States and headed to the Milwaukee Art
Museum, as well as to have a chat on motorcoach tourism and travel with reps
from the Milwaukee CVB. He ended up this leg of his journey at the Legends
Outlet in Kansas City, Kan.

The Department of Transportation reached an agreement with Maine to begin
work on a project that will expand in the state.The grant agreement includes both
state money and $35 million provided by last year’s economic stimulus package,
which featured a total of $8 billion for high-speed passenger rail, though most of
that money was set aside for smaller speed upgrades to existing routes. The money
will be used to lengthen and improve infrastructure on Amtrak’s Downeaster route,
which currently runs five trains a day from Boston, Mass. to Portland, Maine.

D TRAVEL TRACKS: Gaylord Opryland Grand Re-Opening Slated For Nov. 15

The restoration of Nashville’s Gaylord Opryland is well underway and on
schedule as the property—host of ABA Marketplace in 2006 and 1997—works
toward its planned re-opening on November 15.
