Congress Passes
ABA-Backed Bill Boosting
FMCSA Role In ADA Compliance

Following an overwhelming
bipartisan vote for passage in the
House, the Senate last month voted in
favor of HR 3985, which requires the
Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration (FMCSA) to consider an
operator’s compliance with ADA
requirements when determining
whether to grant operating authority.

The House bill was championed by
Reps. Jim Oberstar (D-MN), John Mica
(R-FL) and Peter DeFazio (D-OR), and
ABA's efforts were boosted by the

involvement of Greyhound and the
American Transit Union.

“This legislation will ultimately
increase access and mobility for
disabled Americans, and will help our
operators serve more customers,” said
ABA Senior VP for Government Affairs
Clyde Hart.”It also helps to distinguish
between responsible, law-abiding
motor carriers that characterize ABA
member companies, and the rogue
operators who disobey the laws and
deny the disabled access to
motorcoach transportation.”

President Bush is expected to sign
the bill into law.

Tom Haberland, Director of Tourism
Sales, Valley Forge CV/B, Pa.

ABA: What made the prospect of
serving the Valley Forge CVB so
compelling, and what is most
exciting about your position?

Not only is it full of
history, but Valley Forge also is a
Shopping Mecca.We are the home to
the King of Prussia Mall, which is the
nation’s largest retail complex. It was
named after the King of Prussia who
aided the training of the troops in
Valley Forge. Besides the mall, we also
have over 150 outlet stores.

ABA: How do you entice tourists to
visit year round?

TH: We offer many incentives to our
tour operators. In fact, for those who
are visiting for the first time, we give a
free guided tour around the area.We
also give gifts to every motorcoach
group that comes in, students and
adults, and give the group leader a gift
basket filled with Valley Forge
memorabilia. We make a point to greet
every single group that comes in.
Additionally, we send out itineraries
which give information on all the
upcoming tours.

ABA: Does tourism to Valley Forge
follow seasonal cycles?

TH: Once Thanksgiving hits, tourism
slows.We do have some Christmas
shows but most students and seniors
don't travel in the winter season.This
really is a great time to come because
there are less tourists and the area is
beautiful during Christmas.

TH: The Valley Forge Revolutionary
Five-Mile Run really is our signature
event, but we also put on mixers and
socials, as well as an annual luncheon
where all of our members come in and
we have a special speaker.

ABA:What trends, if any, have you
noticed in the tourism industry
through your work at the CVB?

TH: Trips are getting shorter and the
amount of fly-drivers, people who fly
to the area and then drive to Valley
Forge, are lower. Airfares are more
expensive and gas prices are going up.
We really have yet to see if the prices
will hurt or help business.

ABA: In what ways can ABA
members take advantage of the
offerings of Valley Forge?

NHTSA Tells BISC To Expect
NPRM On 3-Point Belts

The National Highway Safety Traffic
Administration’s Dr.Roger Saul told
nearly 60 attendees of the Bus Industry
Safety Council (BISC) meeting July 14-
15 in Ashburn, Va,, that the agency will
almost certainly issue a Notice of
Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) by
Spring or Summer 2009 calling for
three-point safety belts in
motorcoaches.

Saul, whose presentation was titled
“Current State of The Bus Crash
Worthiness Testing Program,” also
discussed the agency’s future plans for
its bus crash testing program.

“We are working constructively with
NHTSA, and will continue to do so, to
make sure sound science shapes
policy,” said ABA President & CEO Peter
Pantuso.”Sound science means safe
passengers.”

Other topics covered during the two-
day meeting included FMCSA’s
indication it was moving ahead with
inspection and compliance review.The
agency said it had good data and will
be seeking assistance from the industry
on the driver alertness study.

The BISC also discussed ABA’s
upcoming Motorcoach Passenger
Safety video to be released later this
summer, along with a laminated seat-
back card. FMCSA is also creating a bus
safety brochure and poster.
