Transportation Association, the Community Transportation Association of America
and the Colorado Association of Transportation Agencies will be hosting a brunch
for Democratic members of the Rural Caucus, the House Transportation &
Infrastructure Committee and the Senate Commerce, Science & Transportation
Committee. The event is scheduled for Tuesday, August 26, 2008 from 10:30 a.m.-
12:30 p.m. at the Denver Union Station Mezzanine.

During the GOP convention in Minneapolis the first week of September, ABA,
APTA and CTAA will host a reception at the home of ABA Board Member and
Jefferson Lines President Charlie Zelle. The event is scheduled to take place
Tuesday, September 2, from 4:30 p.m.-6:30 p.m.

Among the invitees are Republican members of the House Transportation &
Infrastructure Committee, Senate Commerce, Science & Transportation Committee,
GOP members of the Rural Caucus and local and state officials from Minnesota.

“We are taking an active role at both party conventions to ensure that Members
of Congress are aware of the critical role independent bus operators play in safe,
cost-effective, convenient, accessible and environmentally friendly travel,” said ABA
Senior VP for Government Affairs Clyde Hart.“ABA is neither red nor blue.We are all
green.”

ABA outreach to these key policy-makers is designed to elevate awareness of
how buses are flexible and affordable mobility as 2009 Highway Bill
reauthorization approaches. “It will be an honor to host an event that will provide
ABA members with the opportunity to interact and discuss the pivotal role buses
can play in meeting America’s needs for energy-efficient, affordable and
convenient mobility, both today and in the future,” said Zelle.

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The Insider Q&A:
ABA Vice Chairman Craig Lentzsch,
Board Member, Coach America, Dallas

ABA: Looking at the 2009 Highway
Reauthorization Bill, what needs to
be done to address America’s
infrastructure needs?

CL: | think the federal government
needs to focus its efforts on
maintaining and sustaining an
effective highway infrastructure for the
nation. We need more focus in our
highway spending program on
maintaining and creating highway
infrastructure of national importance.
Right now, about 25 percent of
highway funding is from the federal
government and the highway trust
fund will be out of money in 2009. We
need to raise more funds.

ABA: How do you see those funds
being raised?

CL: It is difficult in this environment,
but we need to raise money for
infrastructure. We need to index the
fuel tax. It has been an effective
funding device for a long time, but
everyone is aware of the factors
rendering it less effective. Yet there

seems to be no political will to
increase it because of high fuel prices.

ABA: Given those dynamics, what
are other options?

CL: We need to look at other funding
sources. The most obvious is building
toll roads for new capacity, but that
will only address new capacity and
only that new capacity in a few places
where the toll revenue can pay for the
entire highway project. We still need to
fix old roads. But that's only a small part
of the solution. We need congestion
fees around major urban centers as a
potential possibility. And we need to
look at other funding mechanisms,
such as a sales tax on motor fuel,
carbon taxes, and other sources.When
a carbon tax becomes law, the funds
flowing from transportation uses
should go into the highway fund, not
the general fund. Heavy freight vehicles
do not cover the cost they cause for
our infrastructure and so there should
probably be some kind of freight tax to
better correlate the cost of use with
the price paid for use.The long-term
solution may ultimately be a Vehicle
Miles Traveled (VMT) tax, which
replaces a federal fuel tax. But that
involves equipment investment to
collect the use data and privacy issues.

ABA:What should the industry be
doing?

CL: | think it is incumbent upon the
industry to lobby and present itself to
the media, the government and
customers as a quality solution to
mobility. We're an energy-efficient, low-
cost, convenient and flexible solution
in both rural and urban environments.
We have a product for the 21st century
that meets all the needs for the 21st
century.The number one job of ABA is
making that solution known to the
federal government, and for members
to deliver that message at both local
and state levels.The ABA Foundation is
providing the facts, and we need to
get the information out there.

Bush Signs ABA-Backed ADA
Compliance Bill Into Law

President Bush signed into law the
ABA-backed measure requiring the
Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration to consider an
operator’'s compliance with ADA
requirements when determining
whether to grant operating authority.

The House bill, HR 3895, was
advocated by Reps. Jim Oberstar (D-
MN), John Mica (R-FL) and Peter
DeFazio (D-OR), and passed both the
House and Senate overwhelmingly.
Peter Pan Bus Lines was instrumental
in the law’s development and passage,
and ABA's efforts to support the bill’s
passage were additionally assisted by
the activism of Greyhound and the
Amalgamated Transit Union.”Now that
the president has made this legislation
the law of the land, ABA members will
ideally serve more customers who are
mobility-impaired,” said ABA Senior VP
for Government Affairs Clyde Hart."The
new law will also further help to clearly
separate ABA member operators—
who uphold the highest standards of
regulatory compliance—from the
rogues on the road who deny
motorcoach access to the disabled
community.”

CANADIAN CURRENTS
Canadian Operators
Reminded Of Duty To Return
All Passengers Across Borders

The Canada Border Services Agency
(CBSA) recently expressed concern to
OMCA and MCC about an increase in
the incidence of bus drivers leaving
inadmissible passengers without
arranging and paying for their
transportation back to the U.S. Under
the Canadian “Immigration and
Refugee Protection Act,”a
transportation company is responsible
for carrying an inadmissible person
safely back across the border to U.S.
soil at the direction of a CBSA Officer.
Contributing factors to this problem
range from a lack of communication
between the officer and driver to the
driver lacking the time needed to wait
until arrangements are made.

Coach operators should remind
drivers and dispatchers of the carrier’s
legal obligations. Penalties for non-
compliance can be stiff, including
seizure/ of the bus and/or charges laid
under the Act against the driver and
carrier.
