IN THE STATES
Arizona Expands Public-Private
Partnerships in Transportation

Arizona Gov. Jan Brewer last month
signed legislation that allows the
state’s DOT to enter into public-
private partnerships for construction,
financing, operation, and
maintenance of transportation
projects, including toll roads. The
measure applies only to new roads. It
bars existing roads from being

Commissioner
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converted into privately owned toll
roads.

Unlike previous legislation adopted
in other states, the measure does not
contain a“no-compete clause,” which
would have prevented the state
from building new roads, or improving
existing roads, that compete with
privately operated highways and
roadways. According to a 2008
report commissioned by the Arizona
Investment Council, the state
must invest up to $250 billion by
2035 just to maintain its transportation
highway infrastructure at its
current levels.

Los Angeles Thanks CBA
For Providing Charters
To Hollywood Bowl

Los Angeles County Department of
PublicWorks Director Gail Farber wrote
an official letter to California Bus
Association (CBA) President Chris
Riddington in which she expressed her
gratitude “for the cooperation and
assistance provided by the California
Bus Association and many individual
local bus companies to ensure the
2009 Summer Season of the
Hollywood Bowl concert events was a
great transportation success.”

Farber mentioned the work of
private bus contractors, among
others, for their efforts to unite hand-
in-hand under the flexibility of the
Federal Transit Administration’s
charter bus rule, enabling attendees
to ride the most cost-effective park-
and-ride buses to and from the
concert events.

Farber continued,“we are utilizing
the resources of private bus companies
before seeking the resources of local
transit agencies,” adding that “private
bus companies are providing the
bulk of the buses needed for 12 of the
14 park-and-ride lots throughout
the county.”

“This is a clear example of how the

new charter rule is working as
intended to benefit consumers,” said
ABA President & CEO Peter J. Pantuso.

Kansas, Colorado
Accepting Applications
For 5311(f) Grant Funding

The Kansas Department of
Transportation (KDOT) is now
accepting applications from bus
providers interested in operating
intercity bus service between Wichita,
Kan.and Pueblo, Colo. via US 400/US
50. Interested operators can seek
federal 5311(f) subsidies to support
such services.This project is a
partnership between KDOT and the
Colorado Department of
Transportation (CDOT), and would be
jointly funded by both states.To apply
for funding for this route, applications
must be submitted by 5 p.m. Friday,
Sept.18.

KDOT is also seeking applications
from intercity bus providers interested
in operating intercity bus service
between Wichita, Kan.and Salina, Kan.
via US 135. Interested operators can
seek federal 5311(f) subsidies to
support such services.To apply for
funding for this route, applications
must be submitted by 5 pm Friday,
Sept. 19. More information on both of
these opportunities is available online
at KDQOT's website.

MEXICAN MEMOS

Mexico City Offers
First-Ever Free Medical
Aid Program For Tourists

The Mexico City Tourism Ministry has
enacted a program that will for the
first time provide tourists with free
medical aid and assistance in case of
emergency.

The medical assistance will be
provided by a private insurance
company. Tourists checking in at
participating hotels will receive a
medical care and assistance card.

The program includes medical
assistance in case of being infected
with the H1N1 virus or any other
disease; as well as coverage for
accidents, ambulance service, hospital
service, prescription drugs provided by
authorized physicians and repatriation
in case of illness. The program also
helps visitors who fall ill and need to
stay in their hotel to recover.There is
no coverage limit, so visitors who
become ill can get all services they
need in emergencies.

Other services provided include legal

assistance in case of robbery or loss of
documents and belongings, as well as
loss of luggage.

For emergencies, a call center will be
available 24 hours and will provide
service in Spanish, English, French,
German and Portuguese. In certain
cases, a deductible fee will be
applied. Mexico City authorities
expect this service to protect about
seven million tourists. More
information is online.
