Court Of Appeals Denies UMA Motion On D.C. Bus Permit Fee

The D.C. Court of Appeals has denied
the United Motorcoach Association’s
(UMA) motion for separate briefing and
enlargement of time for additional oral
argument in the case against the D.C.
charter bus fees.

In its ruling, the Court acted “without
prejudice to refiling upon calendaring.”
Thus, when the court sets out the

schedule for briefing and oral argument,

UMA can renew the motion, but it will
likely be denied again unless UMA can
develop a new set of arguments that
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The Washington Monu
D.C. attraction for tour bus groups.

convinces the court it needs to brief and

argue the case separately from ABA and the National Tour Association.The impact
will have the effect of requiring ABA, UMA and NTA to file a single brief and have
one oral argument to present to the court.

The lawsuit against the D.C. permit fee was originally filed by all three
organizations, which united against the fee on the grounds that it violates the
interstate commerce clause of the U.S. Constitution. The permit policy, which
imposes a $50 fee per coach entering Washington every six days, was first
challenged in May 2007. ABA, NTA and UMA all issued a joint press release, calling

the fee a “tourism tax.”

“Ultimately, we are a stronger force as a united coalition, so ABA welcomes the
opportunity to work again with our travel and tourism partners at NTA and UMA,”
said ABA President & CEO Peter Pantuso.”We hope UMA accepts this opportunity
to join hands for the good of the motorcoach, tour and travel industry.”

Worried About Distracted
Driving? California Mulls
Distracted Advertising

Highway alert signs that warn
motorcoach drivers and other
motorists of delays and hazards could
start to display a new, potentially
distracting feature if California’s
Department of Transportation
(Caltrans) gets its way: advertising. If
adopted, Caltrans would get millions a
year in ad revenue and hundreds of

new high-resolution signs that show
traffic alerts and rotating ads when
there is no alert. The Golden State
would become the first to put ads on
its alert signs along state and federal
highways.

Alert signs have long been restricted
to displaying traffic information only.
They are “not an advertising medium,”
according to Federal Highway
Administration regulations.The U.S.
DOT would have to approve putting
ads on alert signs.

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The Insider Q&A: Brian Losurdo,
Platinum Roadcase Productions,
“Say Boo To The Flu" Bus Tour

ABA: What brought you to Union
Station earlier this month?

BL: Platinum Roadcase Productions is
managing the third annual “Say Boo to
the Flu”Tour, a five-week, 10-city road
show aboard a Prevost motorcoach,
which provides flu shots to families
throughout America at little or no cost.

ABA:Where has the “Say Boo To The
Flu” tour visited?

BL: The tour began on September 27th
in Atlanta and will end on Halloween
in San Francisco. Stops have included
Atlanta, Washington, Brooklyn, Detroit,
Houston, St. Louis, Indianapolis,
Minneapolis, Chicago, and San
Francisco. Over a five-week time period
the “Say Boo to the Flu” tour coach will
have traveled from coast to coast
covering 9,805 road miles. It certainly
isn't a hardship riding nearly 10,000
miles on a custom Prevost.I'm looking
forward to sharing the stories at
Marketplace 2009 in Charlotte!

ABA: What is the history of the
motorcoach?

BL: The 45-foot Prevost motorcoach
with a custom tour interior was
originally designed for actress Sandra
Bullock, and is now our mobile office
and residence for the tour.

ABA:What are the advantages of the
motorcoach as the travel choice for
this public service road trip across
the country?

BL: The coach is towing a 15 trailer
containing market giveaway items for
the tour sponsors—The Clorox
Company, Visiting Nurses Association
of America, and Families Fighting Flu,
Inc.—as well as event infrastructure
such as tents and generators.

New Report Recommends Buses
Over Rail To Mitigate Congestion

A new draft report presented this
month to New Hampshire and
Massachusetts transportation officials
recommends using “bus-on-shoulder”
travel as the chief means of reducing
future congestion on Interstate 93
between Boston and Manchester.
Commuters “would get picked up at
park-and-ride terminals by express
buses that would travel in a 12-foot-
wide breakdown lane closed to other
vehicles,” according to the Boston
Herald.

“The bus option would be far less
expensive than train service to start
and operate,” the Lawrence Eagle-
Tribune reported, adding that the new
report cites “bus-on-shoulder’ travel as
the chief means of reducing future
congestion on the Manchester-to-
Boston corridor.” At the notoriously
congested 1-93 and I-95 intersection,
“Express buses zipping at 55 mph over
the shoulder lane at that location
would save commuters 15 to 20
minutes a trip, according to the
report,” the paper added.

A sign at one of C&J's park-and-ride facilities in New
Hampshire, where commuters happily leave
their cars to board motorcoaches into downtown Boston.
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It would cost almost $200 million to
rebuild the old rail line, compared to
about $80 million to start up the bus
service—less than half by choosing
buses over rail. Operating and
maintaining the rail line would cost
about $9.2 million a year, while the bus
would cost about $4.9 million a year.
Many residents also oppose the noise
of train horns, and several former rail
beds have been redeveloped into
walking and bike riding trails.

DOT To Require Safety
Belts On School Buses,
Paid For With Federal Funds

U.S. Department
of Transportation
Secretary Mary
Peters announced
Oct. 15 that a new
federal rule will
mandate the
installation of
safety belts on
many of America’s 474,000 school
buses, primarily smaller buses, and will
be funded by federal money.

The new federal rules will also
require higher seat backs, and set
safety standards for seat belts on large
school buses, Peters said. The new rule
requires all new school buses in
America be equipped with 24-inch-
high seat backs, instead of the 20-inch-
high seat backs required today.The
federal government also would begin
allowing school districts to use federal
highway safety funds to pay for the
cost of installing belts, Peters said. Read
the NHTSA Rulemaking.

Congress Extends
Biodiesel Tax Credit

Congress has passed legislation
extending the biodiesel tax incentive
for one year, through Dec. 31, 20009.
The incentive had been set to expire
Dec.31,2008.

The measure ensures that all
biodiesel, regardless of blendstock
used in fuel production, qualifies for
the $1-per-gallon biodiesel incentive.
Currently, biodiesel produced from
yellow grease is eligible for a 50-cents-
per-gallon tax incentive.

The legislation properly defines the
$1 renewable diesel tax incentive to
exclude co-processed renewable
diesel.

The measure also closes the “splash-
and-dash” loophole, where foreign
finished fuel is sent to the United
States; splash-blended to claim the tax
incentive; and then shipped to a third
country for final use.

Many industry experts believe there
is no energy or tax policy justification
for such transactions, and the
legislation approved by the Senate
provides that effective May 15, 2008,
fuel produced outside the United
States for use outside the United
States does not qualify for the
biodiesel tax incentive.

Seven More Countries
Join Visa Waiver Program

Seven additional countries will be
admitted into the Visa Waiver Program
(VWP), which will mean up to 1 million
more visitors to the United States each
year, strengthening America’s economy
and image around the world. The move
should increase tourism dollars coming
into the U.S. at a time when many are
uneasy about the economy. It is also a
critical component to help reverse the
significant decline in overseas travel
since 9/11.

AASHTO Proposes $545 Billion in
Highway Spending

The American Association of State
and Highway Transportation Officials
(AASHTO) last week proposed a $545
billion plan for next year's surface tran-
sportation reauthorization bill, which
would almost double the $286 billion
authorized in the 2005 highway law.

The plan would include a strict cap
on congressional earmarks of no more
than 5 percent of all spending, a
massive cut from the last five-year
highway law, which allowed earmarks
of 18 percent of the total cost. It would
fund new spending with a mix of fuel
tax hikes, bonds, and levies on
shipping containers, car sales and
vehicle miles traveled.

AASHTO recommends the next bill
focus on six key highway programs,
boosting spending annually over six
years: preservation and renewal, at
$28.4 billion in fiscal 2010; freight,
funded in fiscal 2010 with $3 billion
from the Highway Trust Fund and $3.4
billion from a new freight fund;
highway safety improvement, which
would double in funding to $2.6 billion
in fiscal 2010; operation and manage-
ment, at $3 billion in fiscal 2010;
congestion reduction, at $11 billion in
fiscal 2010; and the environment,
which would receive a funding boost
to $3.4 billion in fiscal 2010 from $1.7
