The announcement comes in the
wake of a recent National
Transportation Safety Board (NTSB)
meeting focusing on the August 8,
2008 crash of an illegal bus operator
in Sherman, Texas that killed 17
people and injured 39.

NHTSA “expects to propose soon
that seatbelts be required on
motorcoaches to help prevent
passenger ejections during a collision,” agency spokeswoman Ellen Martin said in
a statement, adding that, this month, “the Department of Transportation will
release its Motorcoach Safety Action Plan, which will lay out concrete steps for
addressing driver fatigue or inattention and improving operator maintenance.”

Lax law enforcement and inadequate regulatory oversight by Texas officials
were cited as major factors in the rogue operator crash. NTSB investigators also
reported that the driver tested positive post-crash for cocaine and alcohol use.The
direct cause of the crash was a blowout from an underinflated tire with a slow leak
that wasn't checked before the trip.

The facts of the case are that the carrier was engaged in an illegal operation;
both the bus and the driver were found to be in serious violation of federal safety
regulation; the bus was operating with a recapped front axle tire, which was
seriously under-inflated due to a puncture; and the driver tested positively for
cocaine and alcohol use in a post-crash test. All are serious violations of the federal
safety rules.

“ABA questions the Board’s emphasis on modifications to the manufacturer’s
maintenance manual, when conditions such as that found in the subject coach are
not common issues with responsible compliant carriers,” said ABA President & CEO
Peter J. Pantuso.”lllegal or rogue carriers do not read or comply with federal safety
regulations.

NTSB recommended that NHTSA require new motorcoaches to be equipped
with direct tire pressure monitoring systems and issue performance standards on
overhead luggage racks to prevent head and neck injuries. NTSB also
recommended new tests for bridge railings; and better oversight procedures by
the FMCSA, including tire pressure checks before trips, improvements in vehicle
inspections, and tougher substance abuse screening of new drivers.The NTSB
recommendations and summary of its investigation are available online.

Hours Of Service Regs
May Be Re-Opened

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration (FMCSA) has entered
into a court-approved consent
agreement with Public Citizen to end a
lawsuit that the advocacy group
brought to force the agency to change
the current trucking industry hours-of-
service rules.

FMCSA has agreed to re-open the
HOS rules in their entirety, paying
particular attention to the 11 hour
driving time, the 34 hour restart and
the electronic on-board duty recorder
(EOBR) provisions.The threat to the
bus industry is that the Agency may
reconsider the provisions that allowed

the industry to keep operating under
the old“10 hours” rules.

The issue was raised during a
teleconference Oct. 29, on which ABA
participated at the invitation of the
American Trucking Associations. Also
discussed during the teleconference
was a growing sense by some industry
Washington insiders that the Agency
may consider mandating the use of
EOBRs.

NTSB Issues Formal
Recommendation For Driver
Sleep Apnea Treatment

The National Transportation Safety
Board (NTSB) recently issued a two-part
formal recommendation to the Federal
Motor Carrier Safety Administration
(FMCSA) requesting the Agency
“identify commercial drivers at high risk
for obstructive sleep apnea and require
that those drivers provide evidence
through the medical certification
process of having been appropriately
evaluated and, if treatment is needed,
effectively treated for that disorder
before being granted unrestricted
medical certification.”

The FMCSA was also requested to
implement a program to “develop and
disseminate guidance for commercial
drivers, employers, and physicians
regarding the identification and
treatment of individuals at high risk of
obstructive sleep apnea (OSA),
emphasizing that drivers who have
OSA that is effectively treated are
routinely approved for continued
medical certification.” The recom-
mendation was based on NTSB
findings from a series of fatal com-
mercial vehicle crash investigations,
where untreated sleep apnea was
determined to have played a leading
role in causing the accidents. The NTSB
is an independent federal agency and
has no rulemaking authority of its own.
But when it issues safety recommenda-
tions, they must be addressed.

Tolls Sought For I-80 In Pennsylvania

Pennsylvania is making a new push to
get federal approval for tolls on
Interstate 80, the highly trafficked 300-
mile route that runs from the Ohio to
New Jersey state lines. The Penn-
sylvania Turnpike Commission and
state highway department submitted
materials last month to the Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA)
proposing for PennDot to lease the
roadway to the turnpike, which would
operate the tolls. They also added
information about how much money
will be needed to maintain
Pennsylvania’s interstates, current
conditions on I-80 and details about
the nine potential locations for toll
collection sites.

Pennsylvania Gov. Ed Rendell (D) met
recently with U.S. DOT Secretary Ray
LaHood to lobby for the tolls. Residents
and businesses along I-80 rallied to
stop the tolling proposal, saying it
could drive businesses out of the
region, divert traffic onto adjacent
roads and that it is unfair to add fees
to a road that has been free since it
opened decades ago.To read more
online about the proposal, log on to
www.paturnpike.com/i-80.

DOT Approves $341 Million
Loan For Miami Tunnel

The U.S. Department of Transportation
last month announced approval of a
$341 million loan to complete
financing for the Port of Miami Tunnel
(PMT).The loan will be given to a
group of private companies under
DOT's Transportation Infrastructure
and Finance and Innovation Act
(TIFIA). The tunnel will serve as a
connector for tour and charter buses
and cargo trucks from the Port of
Miami to the MacArthur Causeway and
[-395. By removing thousands of these
commercial vehicles from local roads,
the PMT will help to ease the traffic

woes of downtown Miami, and allow
motorcoaches and their passengers
easy access to and from the cruise
ships docked at the port.The Port of
Miami tunnel will have an economic
benefit as well. According to U.S. DOT
Secretary Ray LaHood, the tunnel “will
also save money for millions of drivers
because they will be spending less
time on congested roads.”

CANADIAN CURRENTS
Operators Warned Of Limited Bus
Access During Vancouver Olympics

The Vancouver Airport Authority
recently wrote ABA urging the
Association to inform its members that
motorcoach “curbside access in
February and March will be extremely
limited” to the Vancouver International
Airport, as the airport acts as “a key
venue to welcome athletes, coaches,
fans and families” during the 2010
Winter Olympic Games.

The Authority did, however, add that,
“We also recognize your need to do
business,” and therefore “we will
provide limited designated spaces for
commercial vehicles” such as
motorcoaches.
