CARB Diesel Emissions Report
Tainted by Sham Scientist

Two longtime members of the
California Air Resources Board (CARB)
are calling for the board to suspend a
new rule aimed at reducing diesel
emissions in the state of California
known as the “truck rule.” The
members, Dr. John Telles of Fresno and
Ron Roberts of San Diego, want the
rule suspended because of a
controversy surrounding the scientific
report that was used to justify the new
rule.The report,“Methodology for
Estimating Premature Death
Associated with Long-Term Exposure
to Fine Airborne Particulate Matter in
California,” was authored by Hein Tran.
Tran claimed to have a doctorate in
statistics from the University of
California at Davis, which was actually
a falsified academic credential. Tran
had purchased the degree for $1,000
over the internet, a fact that was
revealed to only a small portion of
CARB members before they passed the
“truck rule.” Roberts and Telles would
like to suspend the rule to allow time
for another study to be conducted.
Both men have expressed misgivings
about asking for the suspension,
because both men believe the report
to be accurate and both think that the
new rule will save lives. But they feel it
is wrong to implement a rule that will
cost owners of California-based
commercial trucks and buses $4.5
billion between 2010 and 2030 until

a new report is completed.
