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The Transportation Security Administration strongly recommends that Motorcoach operators implement the following voluntary protective measures during the period Wednesday, November 23, 2011, to Monday, November 28, 2011

· Increase monitoring of closed circuit television (CCTV) cameras. 

· Consider requesting assistance from state or local law enforcement agencies to increase presence of marked vehicles. 

· Increase checks of designated unmanned and remote sites to frequent intervals looking for signs of unauthorized entry, suspicious items, or unusual activities.
· Review emergency action plans, evacuation procedures and shelter in place policies with facility employees. 

· Review and/or update your quick reaction checklists.

· When conditions warrant, restrict access and use of facilities. 

· If available ensure employees have visible identification.

· Review emergency equipment on the bus and “driver under duress” communication signals.

· Make passengers announcements to stay alert and report unattended property or suspicious behavior.
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
